WHAT IS THE AMBASSADOR
PROGRAM?

The top threats to whales around the world are ship strikes, and
entanglement.

Ship strikes are of particular concern in areas where shipping route density and whale
presence is high, as is the case in CA, where ~40% of imports enter the U.S. 

By incentivizing shipping lines to reduce speeds during migratory season, BWBS helps
reduce the risk of fatal strikes to endangered fin, humpback, and blue whales.
